ADMISSION/APPLICATION PROCEDURES

The following procedures should be followed to enroll your child(ren) in the Colorado International School:

1.  Call the school office and make an appointment to receive a Parent Information

      Packet and schedule a tour.

2.  When you come for a tour, you will be asked about your interest in the school.          

      You will also be encouraged to ask questions about our programs.

3.  Complete the Application for Admission form and return it to the office along with    the following:

a. A non-refundable, non-transferable $50 application fee for each child (please make checks payable to Colorado International School).

b. Copies of your child(ren)’s most recent report cards.

c. Any previous standardized test results.

Please be sure that your application form is complete or the admission process may be delayed.

4.   The following forms must be returned to the school:  

        a.  Teacher’s Recommendation Form(s) (for Elementary only)  Note:  Students in grades 6 to 8 —  recommendations from Math, English and Language Teachers (where appropriate) are required.

        b.  Principal’s Recommendation Form
 (for Elementary only)

The school will determine if any additional entrance testing is necessary based on  the recommendations listed above.  If required, all testing fees will be paid by applicant.

5.   After the above steps have been completed, you will be contacted to schedule a 

      screening and final interview with the Admissions Coordinator or Head of School.

6.   The school administrator will notify you about your acceptance for enrollment 

       after the Admissions Committee has made a determination about your 

       child(ren)’s status.
